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Rabbi’s Message
TORAH @ THE CENTER

Our Torah gives us a beautiful image of the Israelite tribes encamped around the
Mishkan—the portable sanctuary with the Ark of the Covenant inside. Beyond beautiful,
the image is also instructive, telling us or rather showing us that Torah should be at the
center of our lives, and our lives should revolve around it.

The first Shabbat this month corresponds to the month of Elul. Elul is our month for
spiritual preparation before the New Year. Our task is to perform a Heshbon haNefesh—an
honest accounting of our soul, that is, a personal inventory of our lives. Among all the
questions we ask ourselves, I suggest we include this question: “Is Torah at the center of
my life? Do I study, learn, discuss and apply its teachings to my life?”

The opportunities for learning Torah are almost as plentiful as its lessons. This newsletter
includes the Torah and Haftarah portions for each week. We offer Torah Study on selected
Shabbat mornings. Most of my sermons take their topic from the weekly portion and
subsequent rabbinic interpretations. On some Shabbat evening services, we study Torah
together in a guided discussion about a theme in the sidrah.

There can always be more. You may have noticed that the weekly broadcast emails from
Temple, often include a “taste” of the weekly sidrah (Torah portion) and links to
Reformjudaism.org where you can look at the sidrah’s entire translation and brief
commentaries with just a click of your mouse. There, you can also sign up for a daily dose
of Torah called Ten Minutes of Torah. Studying will lead to questions, and those lead you
to explore that site farther and go beyond to other fine Jewish learning websites that may
offer different perspectives.

Where can keeping Torah at the center of our lives lead? To:
»a more informed, educated congregation
»vibrant, challenging and exciting discussions
»increased observance and action as we apply Torah’s lessons to our lives
»a source of comfort, inspiration and challenge
»>increased learning as we continue to ask questions about God,
humans, society, ethics, our roles in society...
»a more fulfilling life

The Israelite encampment evokes a circular image as the tribes gather around the
Mishkan. The circle evokes the idea infinity or eternity. As Ben Bag-Bag would teach,
“Turn it [Torah] and turn it again, for everything is in it. Pore over it, and wax gray and old
over it. Stir not from it for you can have no better rule than it”

(Pirkei Avot—Ethics of Our Fathers, 5:26.)

May we all have a productive Heshbon haNefesh.

For those of you who don’t know this, I am a spinner. Three mornings a week you
will find me on a stationary bike with 35 other individuals listening to loud music
and riding on my imaginary road. This morning Avicii was singing. The line that
touched my heart was:

“I tried to carry the weight of the world
But I only had two hands”

Sometimes, that is how I feel about my role here at Temple. While it is an absolute
honor to serve our community in this capacity, it does require more energy than
imagined. Then I rediscover the members here who share my dedication to Temple,
to you, and to the community. I realize that Temple and its future are not only in
my hands or in the hands of the Board of Trustees, but it is in each of yours as well.

Because
I believe that when you have faith, you can achieve anything.

As the ‘Days of Awe’ unfold, I will be examining my commitment to you and to our
people. Please join me in examining our commitment to each other. I once told
you all that I believe in Faith, Family and Freedom. What I call the three F’s of life.
As a Jew in this secular world, I embrace the three tenents of Judaism, God, Torah
and Zion. Join me...
